The City of Plymouth hosts three major Higher Education Institutes 
which include Plymouth University, the University of St Mark and  
St John, and Plymouth College of Art. With around 30,000 students 
in Plymouth, the City has a high rate of graduate employment 
and has recently invested more than £150 million in its estate and 
facilities to enhance the student experience.
